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This “Friday” trip has been organized on request of several members to dive the Lundy area and a little deeper. The intention will be to dive a wreck (maybe the Robert) and a deeper reef dive of one of the shallow wrecks as a second dive. This will be down to the discretion of the skipper on the day.
All diving will conducted from the Charter vessel Obsession 2 which departs and returns from Ilfracombe harbour. Car parking is right next to where you load and unload and is £11 all day or if you are happy to walk a few hundred metres then it £4 all day!

It is a fast, wide and very stable boat with plenty of room for you and your kit. It has a wide fast lift at the rear so exit from the water is easy. I have been on plenty of boats to Lundy and this is the best one by far!
A typical day would be to load the boat around 0800hrs and sail off to the dive sites. It is about a 75 minute power out hence the fuel is expensive. Two dives available. You will need two bottles or a twinset for the dives as there is no air on board.

Tea, coffee, hot chocolate and biscuits are routinely served after each dive.

The total cost for the day is £77.50 per person. Please note this is due to the extra fuel required to dive sites and also for an extra crew member required when diving a more challenging dive itinerary.
Lundy is a conservation area and as such is a lovely place to dive. 
We cannot of course guarantee seals but the dates I have chosen are when they are typically there.
