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We will be using Porthkerris Divers as our diving base for Rib, Hard Boat and Shore Diving but most of us will be staying at a campsite or B&B locally. Suggestions as below.

This trip is being organized to cater for all levels of diving (including even new qualified Ocean Diver, Sports diver and above). This area lends itself suitable for all! 
It is intended to run trips out to various sites in the area which will cover depths from novice to max of about 35 metres. I will be open to look into any dive site as long as I can research it well in advance and it is suitable for us.

Ian Grant and others are boat handlers and willing to skipper some trips but if others do wish to hone their skills then this is a good place to come. 
This site is situated very close to the famous “manacles rocks” which have claimed so many wrecks like the Mohegan, Volnay, City of Ghent, Citrine, Carmarthen etc. Combine this with really good reef dives like Raglan, Vase and Penwin to name a few and we should have a great time.

This area is dive-able in most conditions except in an Easterly or South Easterly wind. 
The beach shore dive (Drawna Rock) is an excellent safe dive for all including any who would prefer not to go on a boat or rib. I have dived Drawna rock probably well in excess of 150 times and it is full of life ALWAYS!

Food, tea and coffee are available on the beach along with cylinder refills (Including Nitrox)

I had a caravan permanently sited here for over 10 years and have dived here very many times. If not too tired I am happy to lead a night dive for anyone who wishes to do one. (Bring a good primary torch and a spare!)
Most of us will be camping at http://www.zoarcampsite.uk/ as it is very competitively priced and only 4.7 miles from the beach. The price is £5.00 per person per night and if you require hook up a further £3.00. This is amazingly cheap for this time of year. The site is flat, has showers and toilets but otherwise quite basic. They are happy to have the rib on site if we cannot moor it at the beach!

If you book soon they have told me they have lots of spaces can accommodate us all. It would be great to have lots of us there. They welcome also caravans and motorhomes.

Please quote Des Powell group so we can be sited close to each other.
If you want to come for the whole weekend or just a day or two (Please do), you will be most welcome whatever! 
Note! It is possible to stay anywhere else too if you wish! There are other sites all over the area but many are expensive or too full already. Also many hotels, holiday lets and B&B establishments. Porthkerris itself has camping. We would be able to park in the top field but the top filed to be fair has no hook up and only portaloo in the filed itself. Next to the beach itself is a small camping area but again this fills and does not have hook up. There are onsite showers and toilets which are still available if you use the diver facilities along with a large new shop. 



I have organised this trip several times and it has always proved popular. A better base you will not find!

For those diving expect costs to be reasonable.

Our Rib is economical and most dive sites are close by so fuel costs are at a minimum. We will structure a basic fee to cover costs that is fair to all! 

We can go where and when we want to! 
If rib and shore diving is not your cup of tea then the site have two excellent boats, “The Celtic Cat and the new Celtic Kitten”. Both are top notch and details on the site I mentioned before.
Remember you can mix and match by shore diving on one day and boat or rib diving on another. If you commit to the rib dive you will be expected to contribute for your portion of its use.
